FEDERAL FUNDS RELEASED FOR MARYLAND HOUSING NEEDS

Money Will Be Used for Community and Economic Development Across the State
WASHINGTON, D.C. – Senators Barbara A. Mikulski and Paul S. Sarbanes (both D-MD) today announced over $23 million in federal funding from the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development is being released to the State of Maryland.  This money will fund Community Development Block Grants (CDBGs), Home Investment Partnerships Program (HOME), and Emergency Shelter Grants (ESG).

“Since my days on the city council in Baltimore, I have fought to build livable communities – places where families can live, play, work, shop and pray,” said Senator Mikulski. “I'm happy to be a partner in the rebuilding of these important Maryland communities. This money is not just about building housing units.  It's about creating new hope, new opportunity, new ways to empower people and new community growth.”

“Safe, decent, affordable housing is a basic need for all Americans,” said Sarbanes.  “This funding for home improvements and rental and homebuyer assistance will enable local jurisdictions throughout the State of Maryland to help families improve their quality of life.”
CDBG - Community Development Block Grants
The Community Development Block Grants (CDBG) are annual grants to cities and counties for activities directed toward neighborhood revitalization, economic development and the provision of improved community facilities and Services.  These funds are primarily used to address housing and community development needs, particularly for low- and moderate-income people.

HOME - HOME Investment Partnerships Program
HOME program grants are used for housing rehabilitation, rental assistance, assistance to homebuyers, and acquisition of housing and new construction of housing.  The purpose of the program is to expand the supply of decent, safe, sanitary and affordable housing, particularly rental housing, for very low-income and low-income families.

ESG - Emergency Shelter Grants
The goal of the ESG program is to help improve the quality of emergency shelters and transitional housing for the homeless, make available additional shelters, meet the costs of operating shelters, provide essential social services to homeless individuals, and help prevent homelessness.
