TO BUILD NEW FARMER’S MARKET IN PRINCE FREDERICK
Washington, D.C. - Senators Barbara A. Mikulski (D-MD) and Paul S. Sarbanes (D-MD) announced today that Calvert County will receive $60,000 to renovate a building that will provide space for crafters and agricultural producers, boosting business in Prince Frederick. The money was awarded by U.S. Department of Agriculture (USDA) through their Rural Business Enterprise Program.
“This new market will boost business, create jobs, and provide new opportunity for our farmers,” said Senator Mikulski.  “The farmer’s market will give farmers a new marketplace to sell their crops and a convenient place for Marylanders to buy their produce.  I will keep fighting to fund federal grant programs like this one, which make money available to the communities that need it most.”
“Local farmers and artisans will now have the facility they need sell crops and goods,” said Sarbanes. “This will help keep jobs and businesses alike growing in Prince Fredrick.”

The Rural Development funds will be used to renovate a building to house a farmer’s market in Prince Frederick, an area targeted by the State for economic and business development.  This project will also assist farmers who are transitioning from tobacco to other crops and provide an outlet for their products.  The market will provide space for 17 businesses including crafters, agricultural producers, and other vendors including butchers and seafood sales.  This project will create/save 54 jobs in Prince Frederick.

Rural Business Enterprise Grants support the development of small businesses in areas in rural areas. Senator Mikulski serves on the Senate Appropriations Committee, which funds the USDA. Senator Sarbanes serves on the Senate Budget Committee.
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
