The money will be used to help the department purchase new firefighting equipment.

The Landover Hills Fire Department will use this money to purchase new hose, nozzles, and adaptors. The firefighters recently raised enough funds to purchase a new pumper to pump water from fire hydrants, but have been unable to use it because of their outdated equipment. The new hose, nozzles, and adaptors, will allow firefighters to use the new pumper for quick and easy access to hydrant water.

 SEQ CHAPTER \h \r 1FEMA’s Assistance to Firefighters Grant Program is a competitive grant program open to fire departments nationwide.  Fire departments can apply for money for training, firefighting equipment, protective gear, fire prevention programs, and firefighting vehicles.  FEMA received more than 19,950 applications this year, totaling $2.5 billion in requests.

Senator Mikulski is the senior democrat on the appropriations subcommittee that funds FEMA and the Assistance to Firefighters Grant Program.  She fights each year to increase funding for the grant program, which is funded at $750 million this year – up from $360 million in 2002.

On March 30th, in conjunction with the Maryland Fire and Rescue Institute and the Maryland State Firemen’s Association, Senator Mikulski organized a state-wide workshop on the Assistance to Firefighters Fire Act Grant Program. At the workshop, representatives from fire departments from across Maryland learned how to write effective grant proposals.
